Money Movers: Engaging Economics for K-3 
Vote with Your Feet, Get Out of Your Seat

Touring the States
Introduction: Students can learn (and remember) important facts about a specific state’s features, landmarks, and resources as they act out their responses to specific prompts. 
Grade Level: 1-4
Time Required: 5-10 minutes
Objectives:

· The student will participate in a physical activity that reviews specific features about a state

Materials:

Procedure: 

1. Introduce the activity by telling the students it is time to get out of their seats and get active as they take a quick tour of Virginia. (This activity may easily be adapted for any of the states.) 
2. Tell the students that they are to stand by their desks get ready to be active.

3. Read the directions at the top of the teacher’s script to the students; “As we take a virtual tour of Virginia make movements for each of the stated actions. Continue each activity until the next destination is announced.”
4. Read the first statement to the students and encourage them to pretend they are swimming. 

5. Continue through the list, pacing the activity to fill the allocated time.

6. Conclude the activity with a big burst of applause. 

7. Be prepared for active and attentive students. 
Extension Activities: 
1) Provide a state map and challenge students locate the areas listed in the activity. 
2) Review the natural resources referenced in the script. Ask the students what human resources and capital resources are needed to get these products to market.
3) Encourage students to add their own ideas to the listed activities.
